b. Have increased self-regulation, following classroom rules and routines and

guidance (e.g., manage transitions between activities with a few reminders, use

classroom materials respectfully).

c. Imitate and try to please familiar adults (e.g., pick up own trash after seeing the

task modeled by a caregiver, pretend to wash the dishes and put them away in

places where the teacher has shown where they belong).
